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The Learning Zones E2E Provision was set up after researching the local area and identifying a lack of E2E provision.





The process of the Peer review was very comfortable with meetings arranged prior to the review with the Team leader and Wendy Leighton the Managing Director of The Learning Zone.





The procedure and outline of the review was for The Learning Zone to open up their classroom plans, portfolios and records to the review team to show how they worked. This proved to be very helpful in that it totally changed the whole focus of the provision and made it more appropriate through offering further qualifications like fork lift truck driving licences.





One of the outcomes of the review was the impact of sharing good practice and this was shown when the team identified that the learner’s portfolios were not very easy to use. Sara Platt from Notts County Council, showed them RARPA – the Portfolio used by NCC and this was adopted by Learning Zone.




















The Learning Zone (TLZ) is a private educational provider based in Worksop, Nottinghamshire. They offer courses aimed at individuals wishing to improve their skills, but also at larger groups within businesses. The Learning Zone asked the Peer Review group to look at their E2E provision.





Also it was noticed that TLZ were not using PICs, a system enabling providers to track learner progress and draw down payments; this meant Wendy was not drawing down all available funding from her achievers.





Sara made a call to her IT support and Wendy was able to view PICs and made the decision to use it. PICs was installed within the week allowing them to access the funds.





From this Peer Review, the Learning Zone developed an ‘action plan’ which was monitored through a ‘buddy system’ which provided support and advice on a range of areas including how to access additional funding.





The Learning Zone and Notts County Council have formed a strong relationship and prior to Ofsted visiting The Learning Zone, Sara visited Wendy and helped her prepare for the inspection as well as introducing new staff to the passport system. Sara and the County Council have also benefited from the relationship with Learning Zone
