1. Learning Zone Proposal : 
A discussion took place around the proposal in Wendy’s absence and Andy Tomkins and Amanda Lund expressed an interest in promoting the proposal.

2. Update from ASG: Lynn French
Lynn explained that the ASG are holding back on Gateway 4 and are preparing for diplomas on Gateway 5. Janet would like to put the ASG meeting minutes and agendas on the NTN website. Janet explained that NTN are represented on all the ASG meetings and recieves feedback from them.
3. QA of collaborative provision: Janet Charlton 
Janet informed the group that the City & County ASG’s are now all using the tool kit.
4. NTN Learner Support: Jane Conneely/Janet Charlton 
Discussions took place around NTN’s ‘Get on’ proposal. A proposal to work with 15 young people across three schools in the Bassetlaw area that are at risk of not achieving their GCSEs, the outcome would be achievement of a L1/L2 vocational Diploma in retail, hairdressing or business administration. The group discussed the possibility of looking at different vocational qualifications such as; Childcare, Health & Social care and Hospitality. Amanda expressed her interest in progressing the proposal and Lynn felt that it should go to the BASH meeting. Andy and Dave expressed their concern that the cost of £3000 per learner was high. NTN explained the high level of individual support provided to learners and that they had achieved a 100% success rate with the last group of 14 learners who all had ‘challenging behaviour’.
