	BASG reports:
(i) IAG Group 

Relevant paper sheet 3

GL advised the IAG have recently held a workshop to look at action points.  KP and CJ are working on these to incorporate into the action plan.   
GL  discussed IAG Report  item by item. 
GW enquired if there is reference to post 16 in statutory responsibilities.  GL advised yes, the Government are actively looking at the transition between KS4 and KS5. 

Item 4 – GL presented a power point presentation showing the questionnaire drawn up, this is an online document and has been piloted by Elizabethan and Valley Y7 and Y8 students. The questionnaire is password protected enabling the student to return  as often as they wish.  The same questionnaire is aimed at all years.  It was found the terminology was difficult for Y7 and Y8 to understand and GL did not feel confident working with the results, he felt it would be better aimed at Y9 and Y11 students. LF enquired re sample size and GL advised Elizabethan was larger than Valley, although more students registered than completed the questionnaire.   He then handed out papers showing results  and advised findings.  He is now looking for views around the table as to continuation. BR advised it was difficult to accommodate and felt it was a waste of time for Y7 and to start this at Y8. He was hoping it would give more worthwhile information,  he feels similar information can be obtained from Connexion reps on site.   The general opinion felt by others is information is not reliable and the need to start at Y8, categories of employment need looking at and career paths. It was suggested  incorporating as a  paper base  activity as a taught guidance lesson.  It was agreed Connexions have worked hard on this and not to throw  away but find a different way of working this. 
GL advised working on a version for Passportfolio might prove helpful, but paper base would not be manageable for obtaining data. 

BR thanked GL for work undertaken. 
(ii) Curriculum Planning Group

Relevant papers numbered 4, 5,6 and 7. 
KP outlined paper 5 advising the delivery for Friday p.m. has been changed – this paper for information purposes. 

Paper 6 – KP discussed each diploma line advising numbers and delivery venue, this being  the take up for September’s cohort 3. He pointed out we are offering 7 diplomas with Environmental Land Base coming on stream in 2011.  We have had no take up for Manufacturing but at the recent Exec meeting it was agreed to continue to develop this as the expertise is in place. Across all lines, if the numbers materialise, we will have approx 180 plus students in cohort 3.  KP advised the offer from Elizabethan re delivering for SHD has not been possible due to limited numbers in Retford. This will now be delivered at Valley.  
SAL – originally this was for two groups Portland and Serlby delivering, it is not viable for two groups due to numbers and a discussion is needed between organisations for a decision re delivery.  KP to arrange meeting with Jo, Roger and Dave and broker a deal between the three. 

Paper 7 – We are awaiting G5 submission which will hopefully be before September.  Elizabethan are looking to lead on Retail and Business, with NNC to lead on Creative Media.  JC wishes to wait until Government decisions are made before making final decision.  Cohort 4,5 and 6 to be reviewed as the strategy rolls out. 
BR sought agreement to page 7 – all in agreement. 

KP advised a Bassetlaw Foundation Learning Strategy Group has been established hopefully this will lock into the County Foundation Strategy Group. RH advised MS is on this group representing County. It was advised St Giles are running Foundation Learning from September and recommended to speak to Cate Kirk.  RH advised of Government funding which was  promised,  the first payment to be made in September, although he has no further details at present. 

All recommendations were agreed to and BR asked KP  to thank all staff for work undertaken behind the scenes. 
(iii) Quality Management Group

Relevant Papers 8 and 9
KP outlined page 8 and advised the procedure for relevant paperwork.  He advised deadline for return of QSA documentation is 2nd week of September, with monitoring visits commencing in the Autumn term and additional visits being undertaken by schools. 
Paper 9 is a check list for providers details which requires providers to adhere to and complete along with the SAR.  A workshop is proposed with providers to advise them of requirements.
DG enquired if providers need to hold a Single Central Record.
KP advised they do and BR asked KP to pick this matter up and report back in September. 

Recommendations were agreed to. 
(iv) Progress with Ofsted Action Plan 

Relevant papers Report Sheet, 11, 12 and 13
KP advised the five priorities that have emerged from the inspection survey each being broken down into sub categories.   It is felt we are covering all priorities with various sub groups.  KP drew attention to Learner Voice and advised this was established with representatives from schools and RH, CJ and Gillian Thompson.  JR conducted the Learner Voice survey and collated  results.  (see paper 12)

KP advised of learner visit in Bassetlaw (paper 13) this to be held 25 June at Idle Valley and will look at lessons learned from the survey.  This has been commissioned by National College and LSIS and invitations have been sent nationally.  Funding is available for this visit from NCSL
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	Report on new arrangements for planning and commissioning
Relevant papers 14, 15, 16, 17, 18 plus “Stategic Commissioning”
PB and TM gave talk re raising awareness to the timelines for funding.  TM talked through paper 15 looking at the action plans for 2010-11 showing  the 8 priorities for LA and talked through each priority individually. This also shows the  lead body  required to action points.  He advised this is a working document therefore subject to change. 

PB advised Futures are contracted to deliver part of the commissioning process and PB reports to GL re this in terms of commissioning.  Paper 18 is a highly condensed summary of this framework.  He has tried to outline academic year 2010/11 which is separate from 2011/12 and 2012/13 will be the first year as full commissioning.  2010/11 has already been worked through with regard to allocations, the process of starting the 14 – 19 plan has been looked at and budgets are all known for next year.  The Government have made a commitment that 2011/12  will use the same process as 2010/11. PB advised he is now looking at 2011/12 re needs analysis, numbers, projections etc. He has already undertaken trawl of information from school and college plans and advised allocations will be based on previous years funding, this may be flexed as in 10/11 with cohort adjustment factor built in.  This is allocated on National and Regional priorities and also local factors will be taken into account.  Quality of provision and value for money will be taken into account with the LA expected to buy provision from providers who perform well.  BR picked up this point and asked for more information. 
PB advised success rate is an indicator here.  TM advised of data dashboard tool which was a  confidential database only available to LA, a County version has been asked for to show value added attainment etc looking at L3 qualifications.  There are some errors at the moment which are being sorted but this should be available by the end of next month. 

BR thanked PB and TM for presentation. 
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	BASG Curriculum Strategy and links to LA 14 – 19 Plan 
Relevant papers 19 and 20 

KP gave overview of work carried out and advised this will be returned to at future meetings.  He advised we have agreed Curriculum Strategy,  (with timelines for agreed delivery), RPA, Ofsted Action Plan and Accord and pointed out we are now looking to integrate  all plans in Bassetlaw to Curriculum  Development Plan.    KP and CJ have identified from LA RPA all issues specific to Bassetlaw consortia and rewritten this for work needed to be done for tying into other plans.  He asked all to compare documents 15 and 20 and discussed objectives.  He proposed a further column with reference to other plans to be shown and the next step is to map to LA document.  

BR advised KP and CJ have undertaken a lot of work behind the scenes to pull this into one document and cross reference this and thanked them. 

MV enquired if an error has been made with priority 3 (Apprenticeships)  RH feels this is an error and also advised priority 8 reference to IAG is captured in career mark. 

KP feels Curriculum Deputies will pick these items up and work through.
