


Safer learning

Your rights and responsibilities

Personal safety is important
when you take part in any kind
of learning. You have the right to
be and feel safe. People should
not harm or abuse you, or
threaten to do this.

abuse them.

Physical abuse

People should not hurt you by carrying out
any physical violence such as hitting, kicking,
pinching, burning, pushing, binding or tying
you up.

Sexual abuse

People should not:
carry out any sexual abuse such as
unwanted and uninvited touching;
force you to touch the sexual parts of
their bodies;
force you to take part in a sexual act
with them;
make suggestive, sexual remarks to you; or
use sexist language.

Psychological or emotional abuse

People should not upset you by carrying out
any psychological or emotional abuse such as
bullying, harassment, taunting, teasing or
making belittling remarks about you.

Your responsibilities are to
respect other people’s rights to
safety, and not to harm or abuse
others or threaten to harm or

There are staff available who are
there to support you and make
your place of learning safe.

Neglect

If you have personal care support, people who
are there to support you should not neglect
you or ignore you if you ask for their help.

People should not take away your rights to
basic living needs such as shelter, food and
water, clothing and medicine.

People should not take away your right to
make your own decisions.

Financial, money or material abuse

People should not steal from you or bully
you into handing over your money or
POSSESSIONS.

Discrimination

People should not treat you badly because of
your age, disability, gender, ethnicity, religion or
sexual orientation.
