Overview of the changes to the Framework

· No overall performance rating now included, only performance indicators

· Restructure performance indicators to take into account MOG changes, demand led funding and QCF

· Adult safe guarded unit is no longer in the framework, removed completely February 2009

· OLASS not included 2009/10 will be 2010/11

Outcomes from Pilot Surveys
· Issue – sample size (learner views) 

10,000 = 3%   5,000 = 6%  1,000= 25%  500 = 39%   100 = 77%   50 = 88% 

You have to hit these percentages in order to achieve a meaningful sample.  Most samples were too small to count!

· Message that comes out of this is that we need to work together to maximize response to surveys.
The numbers for this Learner Views -  1.3m in scope 38% responded, 528k

· All main stream providers should have received their results 15/05, the pilots results will be sent out in a couple of weeks.  A link will be sent, followed by a hard copy.

· Next year the survey window will run from 1st October to 12th February 2010, with results by the end of March

· This 250 out of the 1210 Providers did not respond to either survey

· Pilot out of  49,500 learners, 15,000 (30%) from 42 Providers, 29% were valid, insufficient sample size 71%.

Issue – Need to find a way of getting learners to respond without putting extra burden on to providers.

Not sure what will happen if a gradable sample size is not achieved,  the Welsh Assembly have said that if you don’t achieve a grade no money!

· Considering extending the scope in 2010/11 – those in learning and those who have completed in the last 4 weeks.
· Paper based will available.

· Age and level of study – significant factors – will be making some adjustments 2009/10, to make it more of a level playing field.

     Employer Views
· Not published indicators

· 37,948 employers responded covering 770 providers = 7.97 out of 10 Satisfactory (Good set at 8/10, Outstanding 9/10)

· Employer data the major stumbling block.  They are going to change system – issue direct to employers September 2009.  Will be paper/on-line – providers should be check on-line to see who has responded and then chase the one’s who haven’t.  Chasing will be more targeted.

· Telephone follow-ups are very costly £10, on-line 10p, paper copy £1.

· Information will be on-line, not sure how that will happen, but it will be a stand alone web site.  Providers should be able to download a paper copy.   

Success Rates
No reliable measure for any provider other than colleges.  They have differed this measure until 2010/11.
