The first meeting of the group was held at NTN on 14th January 2009.

Representatives from City and County LAs, schools and colleges, Enable, NEBA, CNX & WBL attended the meeting.

The previously circulated draft terms of reference were agreed (see attached)

Discussion focussed on Communication, Roles and Responsibilities and Membership.

It was agreed that:-
· Minutes from the group would be circulated to ASG Chairs and Co-ordinators.  There should be a two-way communication flow between the steering group and the collaborative QA groups in the city and county.
· An LSC representative and another county school representative should be added to the group membership
· At the next meeting the steering group will plan and cost the  implementation of the collaborative QA framework. 

· A paper detailing the planned implementation and its funding implications will be drawn up by the steering group and presented for consideration and approval by the 14-19 Partnership Groups in the Summer Term.

The second meeting of the group took place on the 24th February and was attended by the original group plus John Yarham from the LSC.

The group met on the 16th March and the 20th April to discuss the way forward and consider the approach to be submitted for consideration by both the City and County Strategic Partnerships.
A workshop was held on the 25th March as part of the 14-19 Conference on QA of collaborative provision.
Currently:
An implementation paper was presented at the County 14-19 Partnership meeting on the 7th May where it was agreed that each ASG would sign the memorandum of understanding and use the agreed service level agreement for each collaborative programme.  At the following meeting on the 24th June A local implementation process was agreed with the acknowledgement that some elements eg Health and Safety visits might better be provided centrally. 
A paper went to the City group on the 2nd June and was accepted by the partnership. This is now being taken forward through their quality group.
